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Ornamental Plant of the Week: New Coleus from Ball FloraPlant (from Allen Owings)
Ball FloraPlant, a division of Ball Horticulture, debuted three exciting new coleus varieties this year. These are vegetatively propagated and recommended for Louisiana. Henna and Indian Summer were top performers in our LSU AgCenter landscape trials at the Hammond Research Station in 2008, and Mint Mocha was an above-average performer. Henna is very uniform with serrated foliage in a unique chartreuse to copper color complemented by dark burgundy undersides. Indian Summer has multi-colored leaves that are earthone red, green and brown. The foliage color of Indian Summer deepens in high light. Mint Mocha has multi-colored ducksfoot-type foliage. Leaves are green with mottled yellow and red flecks. For best color patterns, avoid full summer sun conditions.
